
 

What are Supplemental  

Educational Services? 

Free tutoring and academic enrichment 

services mandated by the No Child Left 

Behind Act of 2001. Supplemental 

Educational Services are high-quality, 

research-based, educational programs. 

These services provide additional academic 

instruction, which should be offered outside 

of the regular school day. The service is 

designed to increase the academic 

achievement of low-income students (as 

defined by eligibility for free/reduced 

price meals) and who attend qualifying 

schools. 
 

Why Supplemental 

 Educational Services? 

To ensure that students increase their 

academic achievement, particularly in 

reading, language arts, and mathematics. 
 

Who can receive 

Supplemental Educational 

Services? 

Students who are eligible for free or 

reduced price school meals and are 

enrolled in Title I schools that have been 

placed on the State “Needs 

Improvement” list for two or more years. 

In the Muscogee County School District 

these eligible schools are: Baker, Eddy, 

and  Marshall Middle Schools. 

 

Supplemental Educational Services 

may include: 

 One-on-one tutoring sessions 

 Small skill-building classes 

 Computer-based instruction 

 

Supplemental Educational Services 

provides extra help to: 

 Meet the child’s learning needs 

 Build upon ideas introduced at 

school 

 

Supplemental Educational Services 

for students should take place: 

 Before or after school 

 On weekends 

Tutoring should never take place during 

school hours. 

 

How do I find a Supplemental 

Educational Services program for 

my child? 

Your district will give you a list of State-

approved providers that are offering 

Supplemental Educational Services in your 

area. You may also visit the Georgia 

Department of Education website at 

www.doe.k12.ga.us. You must choose 

from the approved Providers’ List. If you need 

help selecting a Provider, contact Anne Gemes 

in the Title I Department (748-2103) or email 

agemes@mcsdga.net.

 Contact your child’s school or the  

Title I Department (706 748-2103) to 

get an SES request form and a list of 

State-approved providers. 

 Contact Providers from the approved 

list and select an appropriate Provider 

for your child.  If you need help 

selecting a Provider, please contact 

Anne Gemes (706 748-2103) in the 

Title I Department. 

 Return the completed form to your 

child’s school or to the Title I 

Department, 1120 Bradley Drive, 

Columbus, GA 31906, FAX (706 748-

2101), no later than 11/20/07. 

 After the District and Provider have 

entered into a contract, your SES tutor 

will let you know when tutoring 

sessions will begin.
